GENERAL REGULATIONS (for the information of the residents)
Article 1 :

. Studio-flats are attributed for a period ranging from two months to one year.

. Prior to arrival, future residents must pay in full a deposit equal to one month of service fees, which is refundable by bank draft after departure providing the studio-flat remains in good condition.

Article 2 : 

. The undersigned artist alone is considered to be the ‘resident’. A companion is allowed. Couples may be accompanied by a young child.

. An extra service fee is due for a companion or young child.

. Unaccompanied residents may take in a relative or friend. But even for a short stay they must inform the management beforehand. An extra service fee is due.

. Residents are responsible for the behaviour of other people present in their studio-flat.



. No animals are allowed on the premises.


. No personal furniture is allowed in studio-flats.

Article 3 : 

. On arrival, residents must register at the reception desk for the usual formalities.

. Residents do not pay rent, but service fees. Their status is that of a simple occupant and as such they may not claim any right to stay in the premises beyond the period agreed on.

. Service fees must be paid in full at the start of each month. Service fees for both the first and last months of occupation are due in full‚ regardless of arrival/departure dates.

. In the event of non-payment, the management of the Cité des Arts may decide to evict the resident, following notification by registered letter with receipt notice.

Article 4 : 

. On arrival and on departure, residents must sign an inventory for the furniture and equipment in their studio-flat.

. The Cité des Arts is insured for all risks in which its responsibility is acknowledged. This insurance does not cover the luggage, personal effects or works of art of residents, who are advised to consult their own insurers.

. Electrical current in studio-flats varies from 2 to 3 kilowatts. To avoid all accident, residents are requested not to modify installations and not to overload power points.

Article 5 : 

. Residents are bound to occupy their studio-flats on a regular basis. They are requested to inform the reception desk beforehand of any prolonged absence.

Article 6 : 

. In the event of a departure prior to the set date, residents must inform the Cité des Arts at least two months in advance. Failing this, they must pay all monthly service fees in full.

Article 7 : 

. Service visits of studio-flats may be made at any time by representatives of the Cité des Arts management.

Article 8 :

. The Committee for Admission, after examining a submitted dossier, may grant a second period of stay to extend the first. But the total duration must not exceed two years.

Article 9 :

. In compliance with house rules, residents must not make undue noise between      10 p.m. and 8 a.m.

. Residents are requested to inform the reception desk if they invite more than

10 people to their studio-flat at any time.

Article 10 :

. Any non-compliance with the present regulations or any disorderly behaviour will expose the resident at fault to sanctions that may result in eviction and payment of damages for any deteriorations thus caused.

. Sanctions or eviction are decided on by the management; the resident at fault may state his/her case. Decisions are notified by registered letter with receipt notice. In the event of an eviction order, the resident must leave the premises of the Cité des Arts within the prescribed time limit.

Article 11 : 
. Admission to the Cité des Arts is only effective after the resident has signed a copy of the present regulations, thus signifying acceptance of them.
